Results Coordinator: Mary also did this job but no longer has time to do so, there were two volunteers. Rebecca Freeman & Sara Bland are both willing to help. 

Becky said giving out all four disc envelopes at first meeting worked well, it will be continued.

Ian asked that any results queries went to the results coordinators and not the Midland office as he does not receive the results sheets.

Ray Morgan asked if we had considered putting names on numbers, cost £2 per 100 this will be looked at. 

7. Future of League:

Due to our increased numbers BCCL executive committee were proposing that for the coming season we are not included in BCCL races except maybe the first at Leamington. This will be put to their AGM on 20-3-15. Noel said we should note that cost of Leamington will be increased, extra £500 they only wish to put on the BCCL if the MWCCL are included. This was much appreciated by the committee and all present.  

There was a lot of discussion on how the league can be organised next season. There was some who wanted two separate league at different venues this was not popular with the majority as it was agreed it would weaken the top end of the race and not give a good competition. It was agreed that car parking was a big problem and also Officials. Mary asked which clubs would be prepared to host fixtures. R&N thought they could, CLC said they can no longer use Pittville park (Chelt) but are looking for alternate venue. W&B will be happy to promote and Bournville H will also look into promoting at Cofton Park.

The Following proposals were put forward.

1st proposal: To be with BCCL and one race and 2 divisions as before.

Proposed Becky Freeman; seconded Kate Williams.

1st Amendment: proposed Noel Butler; seconded Richard Carney.

The league splits into 3 divisions (hope that men & Womens teams in same division) 3 separate venues this amendment failed 5 for 20 against.

2nd Amendment:  Proposed by Kenilworth runners; seconded by Stratford on Avon.

Two divisions run in separate locations, Women not with men.

This amendment failed 12 for 21 against.

3rd Amendment:  Proposed by Ian Clarke; seconded by Ray Morgan.

The league has 3 divisions Men and Women not together, they have separate venues.

This failed also 9 for 22 against.

The proposal was then put to the meeting and accepted 22 for 8 against.

Ian Said we should be careful as BCCL can use their own officials and may not be willing to do our race first. Stewart said we need to provide 50% of all that is needed.

It was agreed we would probably not be able to have our meetings at each of the 3 BCCL divisions.

Rita will attend BCCL AGM and put our proposal forward to the meeting.
